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Founded in 1919, Nankai University is one of the oldest and most
well-respected public universities in China, and is the alma mater
of China's first Prime Minister, Zhou Enlai
Located in the bustling port city of Tianjin, Nankai is in a hub of

The city is the
country's political, cultural, and educational center, and
home to the headquarters of many of China's largest
state-owned companies.

Beijing is home to countless buildings of national historical
significance. The city is renowned for its opulent palaces,
temples, huge stone walls and gates. The Great Wall, the
Summer Palace and the Forbidden City are among Bei-
jing's most well-known cultural sites

Cost
