The city is the country’s political, cultural, and
educational center, and home to the headquarters of many of China’s largest
state-owned companies.

Beijing is home to countless buildings of national historical significance. The city
is renowned for its opulent palaces, temples, huge stone walls and gates. The
Great Wall, the Summer Palace and the Forbidden City are among Beijing's
most well-known cultural sites.

Xi’an

Xi’an, once the capital of eleven Chinese dynasties, is famous throughout
the world for its life-sized terra-cotta warriors, The Terra Cotta Warriors
are arguably the most significant archaeological discovery of the 20th
century and a sight not to be missed by any visitor to China.
