Accommodation Details

Participants will be housed at The Core Residential College within the UBD Campus. The
accommodation style is apartment-like, designed for a single-gender group of five students to share
one apartment unit. Each participant will be allocated a single, air-conditioned study bedroom. The
apartment features communal areas including a toilet, kitchen, living room, and laundry facilities for
shared use among the occupants.

Housing Location The Core Residential College, Jalan Tungku Link, Gadong, BE1410,
Negara Brunei Darussalam
Accommodation Style Apartment-style residence, with five students per unit (same gender).
