O What is “ISP"?

2026 SNU ISP will provide about 50 undergraduate and graduate courses, all taught in English,
for university students of SNU, overseas universities and national universities in credit exchange .
SNU students will pay the same tuition as general summer session tuition and earn regular
credits(up to 9 credits).

vV Key Points to Note

1) Check with your college office regarding the recognition of major credits and graduation requirements.

* For students majoring, double majoring, or minoring in Economics, please refer to the department
website for detailed information.

2) The chance for repetition of these courses in the future semesters may be restricted.

3) Only the remaining seats are open to SNU students after ISP overseas students’ registration

O Program Overview

O Program Dates: Classes will be scheduled within June 29, — July 25, 2026
- The class dates and time may vary by instructor within the program dates above.

O Eligibility: Current undergraduate and graduate students from SNU, overseas universities, and
national universities in credit exchange
- Students who are expected to graduate in August 2026 are eligible only when registered in
Spring 2026 semester.
- No GPA or language proficiency requirement applies, but interested students must check the syllabus
to see if they are qualified enough to follow the course, as well as the class dates and timetable.

O Credit Allowance: Up to 9 Credits

» Important Notice for SNU Students
1. Course Registration
- The number of credits that can be completed in summer session 2026 cannot exceed 9 credits in total.
(General SNU Summer Session+ ISP +Study Abroad Credit Recognition < 9 credits)
- Students are not allowed to take courses that overlap in class time between general summer session
and ISP.
- Repetition of courses that students are taking in Spring 2026 is not allowed.
= The lists of course registration for General Summer Session and ISP will be cross-checked; the entire
course registration will be cancelled when:
1) the number of credits exceeds 9 credits in total;
2) class time overlaps with each other;
3) or, course registration for repetition of Spring 2026 courses is found.
- Students must check the course syllabus thoroughly before registering for courses.

2. Credit Recognition and Graduation Requirement

- For the inquiries below, students must contact their affiliated department prior to course registration:
1) whether the major / elective course can be acknowledged as major / elective credits;
2) whether it is possible for graduate students to take undergraduate courses, or vice versa;
3) or, whether ISP courses count towards the English-taught course completion requirement.

3. ISP Courses

- ISP courses would not be offered in the regular semesters and in every summer also, which means
repetition of these courses in the future semesters may be restricted.

- Overseas university students have been registering since early March, and only the remaining seats are
open to SNU students.

O Minimum Enrollment: If the dass fails to meet the each standard number of students, the course will be cancelled.

- How to change course registration(during the course registration period)?

Students can freely change the course registration by ticking the checkbox and saving it by the “Submit”
button during the course registration period. Please note that course change is not available afterwards.

X Students must be responsible to pay the right tuition by the deadline in accordance with
their final course registration results.

- How to cancel course registration?
Students can untick the course choice and save it by the "Submit” button during the course
registration period. Afterwards, please follow the course cancellation policy below.

- Course registration is not available beyond its quota; that is, course override is not allowed.
Therefore, interested students must ensure to complete the registration by the deadline.

- Submission of Course Cancellation Form with the instructor's approval
X Detailed procedures and the template form will be announced through SNU ISP's website
after the program starts.
- 50% refund of the tuition paid will be processed to the bank account that is registered on
mySNU portal by the end of July.
O Afterwards(7.8.(Wed) ~), course cancellation/withdrawal and tuition refund is not available.
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
